_____  8.  Have you described the time and place setting?  Have your described the conflict and climax? 

_____  9.  Have you told the theme and how it applies to the story?  Have you told how it applies to your life?

_____  10.  Have you given your opinion about the book?  Would you recommend it to someone else?  Why or why not.

_____  11.  Have you used spell and grammar check the proper way?  Do NOT ignore what it wants you to correct!

c. Make sure no sentences begin with “there” or “My book”
