_____  7.  New paragraph.  Tell the main conflict of the story.  Explain if it is external or internal.  What occurs at the climax of the story?  Why is this the climax?  How is the conflict resolved because of the climax?

_____  8.  New paragraph.  Is the narration 1st person or 3rd person?  Omniscient or limited?  Give at least 2 quotes of NARRATION to prove your point.

_____  9.  New paragraph.  What is the setting of this story (time and place)?  Give quotes or proof of this.  Could this be told in another setting?  Why or why not?  Why did the author choose this setting?

_____  10. New paragraph(s).  Does the author use imagery?  Does the author appeal to all or most of the senses?  Give quotes to prove this (at least 2 for each sense).  Which sense is appealed to the most?  Why was the use of imagery helpful?
_____  11. New paragraph.  What is the general mood of the story?  How does mood help tell the story?  How does the author establish mood?  Does the mood change at times?  If so, when?  Why does the author change the mood?
